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Tips for Finding (and Keeping) 

Animal-Friendly Rentals 

 

“Moving” is one of the top reasons given by pet 

owners who bring their animals to the shelter. 

Follow these tips for finding a new home that 

welcomes all the members of your family (even 

the furry ones!). 

 

1. Start looking early! Finding a rental property 

that welcomes pets takes longer than finding 

housing for only the human members of your 

family. Plan ahead. Begin checking ads and 

contacting rental agencies at least six weeks 

before you need to move. 

2. Understand why landlords are reluctant to 

allow pets. They may have had bad experiences 

with irresponsible pet owners who left damaged 

property or caused complaints from neighbors. 

By putting yourself in the landlord’s shoes, you 

will be better equipped to present yourself as a 

responsible pet owner and tenant. 

3. Network. Think of any rental or real estate 

agents, friends, or other people in your 

community who own pets or share your love of 

animals, and ask them for leads. 

4. Prove that you’re responsible. Gather a letter 

of reference from your current landlord, 

documentation of any training classes your dog 

has completed, and a letter from your veterinarian 

stating that your pet has been spayed or neutered 

and that you are diligent about his or her health 

care.  

5. Let your pet speak for himself. Arrange a 

meeting between your prospective landlord and 

your pets. 

6. Be willing to pay an extra deposit. Offering to 

pay an extra security deposit to cover any 

damages your pet might make to the property 

may encourage a landlord to accept you and your 

pet. 

7. Put it in writing. Once you have made an 

agreement with your landlord, protect yourself 

and your pet by putting it in writing. 

8. Always be honest. Sneaking an animal into a 

residence where they are not welcome contributes 

to the general inclination of landlords not to 

allow pets. It can also put you in quite a 

predicament if you are suddenly discovered and 

need to find your pet alternate accommodations 

immediately.
